Being that we are getting our hogs this weekend and
know others are in the process of picking up their
animals shortly or some already have them, did not
want to wait to get this information out there so that
families can get the appropriate amount of animals for
their needs. As an example a family of 3 Exhibitors
could elect 3x3hogs = 9 hogs or could elect 3x2hogs =
6 hogs + 1 family hog. Exhibitors will still only be
allowed to show and sell 2 animals in their selected
department as entered, that part is not changing.
