Discipline Specific Safety Rules: All firearms must be transported to the range in a proper case;
one firearm per case. No firearm will be removed from the case until directed to do so by the
range officer. Clear barrel indicators (CBIs) are required). Eye protection is required. A match
official may disqualify any competitor for violation of the rules or for other conduct they
consider discreditable or unsafe (Rule 9.30).

Age Divisions: Junior (Ages 12-14), Senior (Ages 15-19). Age determination date is 1/1/2026.
Rifle Divisions: Smallbore Silhouette Rifle (Rule 3.2).

Sights: Any sights, telescopic or metallic may be used.

Equipment: See Chapter 3 Equipment.

Distance: 50 feet.

Target: NRA TQ-14 paper target.

Time: Two and one half minutes will be allowed to fire one shot on each target of a bank of five
targets.

Course of Fire: Ten Gallina (chicken) targets
Ten Javelina (pig) targets
Ten Guajalote (turkey) targets
Ten Borrego (ram) targets
