+ Warnings about taking pesticides or
pesticide containers home.

+ An explanation of the WPS requirements

including: application, entry restrictions,

design of the warning sign, posting of

warning signs, oral warnings, availability

of specific information about

applications, and protection against

retaliatory acts.
