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Stock and Mutual Fund Newspaper Listings

The business/financial sections of many local newspapers feature financial tables that provide the
daily price movements of most stocks and mutual funds. To follow your fund or company in the
newspaper listings, you will need to know the symbol for the security and, for stocks, the exchange
where it is traded. Sunday newspapers often provide a summary of activity for the previous week.
More extensive information is available in financial newspapers.
